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Guidelines for  JNTUK Ph.D. Programme (External)
in collaboration with Chicago State University
Effective for the candidates admitted from the Academic year 2017-18 onwards
The Directorate of Research and Development was established to promote research              activities of JNTU Kakinada, JNTUK, and to encourage sponsored research activities by interaction with industries and premier educational and research institutes. The Directorate also monitors and administers the research programs of doctorates offered by the University in various disciplines.
The University, in collaboration with Chicago State University, CSU, in USA is proposing to offer a Ph.D (External Registration) degree to United States Nationals and NRIs residing in the United States in two exclusive tracks: Computer Science and Engineering and in Computer Science (Interdisciplinary).
1. Purpose
A primary aim of the Program is to increase the number of doctorates in computer science in underrepresented groups; especially, in people of color. The Program will serve the public by encouraging the matriculates to find IT solutions that advance the public cause and by graduating underrepresented groups who can take part in making public policy, can bring to the table the perspective of the underserved groups, and who can lead in developing new products and services. The Program will also help to build and sustain IT professionals associated with both JNTUK and CSU. This will help the computer science programs of the two universities to keep abreast of latest technologies, and it will also promote curricular innovations and diversity. Women and minorities are especially encouraged to apply.
2. Synopsis of the process to obtain the degree
The following is a synopsis of the process of earning the doctoral degree. It is by no means exhaustive; it is subject to change pursuant to changes in academic regulations.
(1) JNTUK will call for applicants.

(2) Review of applications and interview online.

(3) The candidate's Ph.D. supervisor and co-supervisor appointment.
(4) Take two specific audit courses and pass the two required Pre-Ph.D. courses   

      recommended by  the supervisor and co-supervisor.
(5) Constitution of RRC.
(6) Publish the research in approved Free Scopus / SCI journals.

(7) The Pre-Submission presentation before the RRC or a similarly constituted committee.

(8) Evaluation of the dissertation and conduct of the Viva-voce.
(9) Gazette notification for the award of the degree.

3. Synopsis of academic Regulations and Guidelines
The following is synopsis of academic Regulations and Guidelines for matriculation, monitoring, and evaluation of the candidates.
3.1. Eligibility Criteria
(1) The CSE track: Must hold a Masters degree in CSE / IT from a regionally                   accredited institution in the United States or Masters degree in CSE / IT from accredited institutes in India. Applicants holding MS degrees in other areas can be considered at the discretion of the Admission Committee. 

(2) The Computer Science track: Must hold a Masters degree in Computer Science, or, Computer Engineering, or Computer science & Engineering or Mathematics/ Statistics from a regionally accredited institution in the United States or a Masters degree in Computer Science, or Computer Engineering, or Mathematics /Statistics from an accredited institute in India. Applicants holding MS degrees in other areas can be considered at the discretion of the Admission Committee. 

(3) Be a US national or lawful permanent resident or Non-Resident Indian (NRI)    residing in the United States. 

(4) Have at least three years of significant industrial, academic, or government experience; or be a recent graduate in computer science (or mathematical sciences) with an outstanding academic record. Significant experience is defined as holding or having held positions of leadership; or have made original contributions or substantial improvements to known processes; or have substantial teaching experience in computer science or mathematics at the collegiate level; or have a record of innovation in instructional technology/curriculum development; or have a record of public service with substantial IT input; or as determined by the JNTUK Admission Committee. 

 3.2. Admission Procedure 
 (1) JNTUK, in consultation with CSU, will call for applications for the doctoral program. Applications will be available through the JNTUK web portal. The   applications will be reviewed and interviewed by the Admission Committee  and all eligible applicants will be interviewed by the Admission Committee. The interviews can be conducted online. 

 (2) Review of applications by JNTUK and interviews will be conducted online. Interview committee will be constituted with Chairman (BoS), one of the Senior Professors from JNTUK , one Professor from IIT, and one Professor from USA recommended by CSU. 
3.3 Ph.D. Supervision 
    The selection of the supervisor and co-supervisor  is by choice of the student. The supervisor must be from JNTUK and the co-supervisor  must be from CSU or from a CSU suggested university / research institution /industry. 

3.4 Audit and Pre-Ph.D. Courses
Take two specific audit courses, Research methodology (15 days), and Intellectual Property Rights and Patents or any other audit course as suggested by Supervisor and Co-supervisor (15 days) (either in CSU or JNTUK) online / in person.  In addition, it is required to get minimum 50% marks in the two required Pre-Ph.D. courses recommended by the supervisor and co-supervisor, as per the list available in Pre-Ph.D. courses / newly prescribed by supervisor and co-supervisor, at CSU or JNTUK. 

3.5 Formation of Research Review Committee (RRC)
The JNTUK constitutes RRC for reviewing the research progress every year through Research Review Meetings (RRM). Two satisfactory reports of RRC is mandatory for pre-submission presentation. 

The RRC comprises of: 

i.  Board of Studies (BoS), chairperson of JNTUK. 
ii.  One external member suggested by the Supervisor from IIT/NIT/Centrally     

    Funded Research Institutes.

iii.  One member nominated by CSU.

iv.  The Supervisor / Co-Supervisor.

3.6 Research Publications
Publish two research papers in free (without any publication / printing fee) Scopus / Science Citation Index Journals with impact factor. The authors of the research papers should be Candidate, Supervisor, and Co-Supervisor. If the candidate is collaborating for research work with any University/ Industry / Research Lab, with prior permission from JNTUK, one person from that organization may be co-author for that publication. 

3.7 Pre-Submission Presentation 
After three years duration, the candidate can submit the Thesis with the approval from Supervisor and Co-Supervisor.  The quality of Thesis will be assessed by RRC or by a similar committee constituted by JNTUK online / in person. The following requirements need to be fulfilled for pre-submission presentation.
· Three years duration need to be completed from the date of admission.

· Completion of two audit courses and passing the two prescribed pre-Ph.D., courses.

· Two satisfactory reports by RRC.
· Publications / Acceptance of publication in free (without any publication / printing fee) Scopus / Science Citation Index Journals with impact factor as mentioned in section 3.6.
3.8 Evaluation of the Dissertation and conduct of Viva-Voce
(1) Panel of examiners (09 Nos.) will be given by Supervisor and Co-supervisor.  The panel consists of three evaluators from foreign countries, three evaluators from IIT /IISc/ISI/centrally funded research institutes and three evaluators from NITs.  University may recommend three members, one Foreign examiner, one from IIT/IISc /ISI/centrally funded research institutes and one from NITs from the panel of examiners given by supervisor and co-supervisor. 
(2) After receiving all the three reports if at least two reports are favorable, the Viva-voce will be conducted by internal and external examiners appointed by the University online / in person.
3.9 Gazette notification and award of Degree

As per the norms of JNTUK, the degree will be awarded by JNTUK only.
4. Tuition Fee and other information
(1) Tuition Fee of US $4000 per year from the date of admission need to be paid to JNTUK. If the tuition is not paid on time, then a fine of US $400 / year will be collected. 
(2) The JNTUK point of contact is the Director of Foreign University Relations and the CSU point of contact is Chair person, Department of Mathematics & Computer Science.
(3) Formal online communications will be through a dedicated channel provided by JNTUK. 
(4) Duration of Ph.D. programme is three years and extendable as per the University  norms of JNTUK.    

5. Remuneration
Supervisor / Co-Supervisor
     The Indian supervisor will be paid Rs.25000/- and the external co-supervisor will be   

      paid US $500.

RRC member / Interview Committee member 
The Indian expert will be paid Rs.5000/- and the external expert will be paid US $100.
     Thesis Evaluator
The Indian examiner will be paid Rs.10000/- and the external examiner  will be paid US $300.
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
