Instructions to the Applicants before filling up of Application Form
1) As the time is the essence of the Contract Agreement, the ability and competence of the applicants to render required service within the specified time frame will be a major factor while deciding the selection of the Architects/Consultants for preparation of a panel of Architects. 
2) Eligibility criteria of Architects/Consultants 

               The agency should have extensive experience for preparation of site plan, concept plan, architectural plan, structural designs & drawings, cost estimations in the form of BOQ etc. of multistory hostel buildings, functional buildings, residential buildings etc. 
(i) One single work of various building having executed cost not less than 2 Crores during the last 10 years ending by 28th February 2018
3) The applications shall be signed by the person/persons on behalf of the Organization having necessary Authorization/Power of Attorney to do so. Each page of the application shall be signed (copy of the Power of Attorney/Memorandum of Association shall be furnished along with the application and Original should be produced subsequently for verification & return). 
4) Intending applicants are required to submit their full Bio-Data in duplicate giving details about their organization, experience, technical personnel in their organization, proven competence to handle major works, in house computer aided design facilities etc. in a suitable Form (enclosure). 

5) The two numbers of application form (original and duplicate copy) shall contain copies of all the enclosures separately. 
6) If the space in the enclosed Form is insufficient for furnishing full details, such information may be supplemented on separate sheets stating there in the part of the Form enclosed and serial number. Separate sheets shall be used for each part of the application. 
7) The applicant must have at least two qualified graduate Architects, having minimum of 5(five) years of experience in the preparation of concept plan, architectural plan, structural designs and drawings, services, landscaping, ancillary works and cost estimation based on current Standard  Schedule of Rates and Non-Schedule Items, if required based on the market rate analysis. 
8) The applicant shall, with the prior approval of the University and within the agreed fees, engage the services of well qualified specialists or the consultants pertaining to the following services. 

(i)  Structural 

(ii)  Electrical, fire fighting 

(iii) Sanitary, drainage and water supply 

(iv) Air conditioning, Acoustics 

The fees of these specialists/consultants appointed under this clause shall be paid by the Architects, who shall also be responsible for all the consultancy services, action, omission & commissions of such specialists/consultants engaged for a specified work. 
9) While filling up the application with regard to the list of important projects completed or works on hand, the applicants shall include separate sheet in a prescribed format. 

10) Services to be rendered by the Architects. 

(a) To take instructions from the University and prepare sketch designs making revisions  till sketch designs are finally approved by the University and making preliminary estimates of the cost. 

(b) To nominate and instruct Consultants. 

(c) To prepare architectural working drawings, structural drawings including detailed design calculations and their authorization from reputed Govt. agency and all other drawings for various trades required for completion of the particular project. 

(d) To draw detailed specifications, and preparing estimates, rate analysis, draft tender for various trades, detailed notices inviting tenders. 

(e) To prepare and supply all drawings for execution. 

(f) To visit the site periodically when the work is in progress. 

(g) To submit complete sets of drawings. 

(h) Any other services in connection with the said works and normally rendered by the Architect and not referred to in the above listed items. 
11) Decision of the University in regard to preparation of Panel of the Architects shall be final. The University is not bound to assign any reasons what so ever thereof. 

12) The panel of architects once prepared, shall be valid for a period of 10 (ten) years and the University is free to reduce/extend this time limit at University’s discretion.

13) The Architects for any particular work shall be selected from the respective panel of Architects approved, at the discretion of the University and such selected Architects are required to execute agreements as per the University format. 

14) Applications containing false and/or incomplete information are liable for rejection. 

15) Upcoming projects of the University are follows. 
There are a number of upcoming building projects such as administrative buildings, academic buildings, auditoriums, hostels, examination sheds, staff quarters, internal paths, roads etc. at University College of Engineering Kakinada and University College of Engineering Vizianagaram of JNTUK. The projects will be undertaken in phased manner and on priority basis as decided by the University authorities. 
16) Architect Consultation Fee 

The Consultancy fees for the Architect will be as per agreed rate between JNTUK, Kakinada and Empanelled Architecture Firm on the executed value of the project. The terms of reference for payment of consultancy fees during the progress of job is given in following Arch-5.

	Working drawings should be prepared based on technically sound designed data for civil structures (including all services) and electrical installations/wiring. All the design steps followed, calculations and design data must be submitted along with the working drawing.

Arch-3: Providing Consultancy Services during Implementation Stage 
During carrying out construction activities, the following aspects are to be adhered. 

(i) The Architect shall incorporate all the suggestions, changes etc., as would be proposed by JNTUK, Kakinada, in the drawings and should deliver them to JNTUK, KAKINADA authority within a certain time frame, to be informed to him in due course of time. 

(ii) The Architect shall provide architectural consultancy services during execution of civil works and electrical installations/wirings and other facilities (i.e. parking facilities of cycle for student, playing space etc.) for the aforesaid building/s under the project, as per requirement of JNTU Kakinada. 

(iii) Architect/s and his appropriate team members (Structural Engineers etc.) of the Firm will visit construction site at JNTUK, Kakinada regularly for additions, alternations, discussions/ consultations as per requirement of JNTUK, Kakinada, during implementation of the project. 

(iv) All structural drawings are to be proof checked by an Institute like IIT or JNTUK, Kakinada, JNTUH, Hyderabad or an Institute of National Importance before acceptance by the JNTUK, KAKINADA authority. 

No TA & DA will be entitled/paid to architect(s)/consultant(s)/engineer(s) for any such visit to JNTUK, Kakinada except providing lodging at JNTUK Kakinada Guest House, on payment basis as per availability of seats on request of the Architect.

Arch-6: Fee Payment Stages 
The payment will be made based on the actual execution of the assigned Jobs from time to time during the period of agreement as follows.

1. The payment will be made based on the already executed value. 

2. The payment for item No.1 to 4 of Arch-5, will be made on estimated value and the  

    same will be adjusted in subsequent bills, based on executed value, and payment for  

    item No.5 to 7 will be made on executed value only. 

3. Payment will be released on the basis of the progress made in the various jobs. 

Arch-7: Terms and Condition in Execution of the Assignment 
(i) The Architect shall prepare and submit Tender Drawings comprising of site plan, architectural plans, elevations, different sections and key drawings in 12 sets. 

(ii) The Architect shall prepare and submit Working Drawings duly proof checked as stated in above sections, in 10 sets. The drawings should contain all the details, required data, required figures etc. as would be required for practical implementation of the project and be good enough for carrying out construction of civil and electrical installations/wiring etc. during the progress of the work.
            The soft copy of design steps followed, calculations and design data must be submitted along with the hard copy of the working drawings. 

(iii) In addition to the above stated drawings, the working drawing should include other relevant drawings etc. 

(iv) The Architect shall take full responsibility for the preparation of the technically sound designs of all the structures, specifications of all items required for the successful completion of the assigned project. 

(v) The detailed estimate in the form of BOQ submitted by the Architect/Consultant based on which item rate tender will be invited. The deviation of individual item/s of BOQ should be within ±10% limit after completion of project. Penalty will be imposed if the deviation over BOQ crosses ±10% limit. The penalty amount, if any will be decided by the JNTUK, KAKINADA authority. 

(vi) The Architect shall appoint a qualified and capable representative who will be available at the work site to explain and interpret the drawings and specifications; sort out minor difficulties/details faced during execution stage and must ensure that the execution of the work is going on in accordance with planning, design, drawing etc. approved by the University. 
 The Architect himself will also attend meetings, as and when required, and give periodic visits to the work site as and when necessary. 

(vii) Architect will extend all sorts of consultancy services in successful implementation of the project, in accordance to the approval given by the University, starting from the beginning of the project up to its successful completion. 

(viii) In the event Architect fails to perform any/all of the aforesaid assignments, this Agreement will automatically stand cancelled. Under such circumstances, the University shall have the right/power to execute/complete the project of its own, or by engaging any new Architect/party, as per the choice/desire of the JNTUK, Kakinada. 

          Under such circumstances, no fee will be paid to the Architect for the incomplete  portion of job/work/project. Further, the Architect will have to compensate for the inconvenience/loss incurred to JNTUK, KAKINADA in the form of penalty. The penalty amount will be decided by JNTUK KAKINADA authority. 

(ix) The Architect shall exercise all reasonable skills, care and diligence in the discharge of the assigned duties and shall exercise such general superintendence and inspection in regard to providing aforesaid services and should ensure that the works are being executed in the work site, in accordance with their drawings. 

           (x) The Architect shall make necessary revisions as may be required by the University in  the drawings, designs etc. and in other documents submitted by him at the draft stage. Any subsequent revisions required to be made by the University in drawings, in designs and in the  documents, after their approval and/or during execution stage shall be made by the Architect without any additional payment. 
           (xi) The University shall have the liberty to postpone or not to execute any work or part thereof. Under such circumstances, the Architect shall not be entitled to any fee/ compensation for the non-executed portion of the work, except the fee payable to the Architect based on the stages of service provided by the architect (as per cost of part Job at Arch-5 of this agreement).

Arch-8: General Terms and Conditions
The general terms and conditions are as per General Conditions of Contract of the University. 

(i) All the drawings, designs and other documents relating to Tender Drawings (as stated earlier) in connection with the project under consideration, must reach at a stipulated time, to the JNTUK, Kakinada authority. 

(ii) All the drawings, designs, estimates and other documents relating to Working Drawings in connection with the project under consideration, must reach at stipulated time to the JNTUK, Kakinada authority.
(iii) All the pages of all the drawings, estimates and all other documents, relevant to the project are to be Signed by the Architect and submitted to the JNTUK, Kakinada authority. 

(iv) All the relevant drawings, estimates, design data and all other relevant documents, as stated earlier, must reach JNTUK, Kakinada authority within the specified time. 

Arch-9: Arbitration
           (i) All differences and disputes arising between the University and the Architect on any matter connected with this Agreement or in regard to the interpretation of the content except the consultancy fees for the work thereof shall be referred to the Council of Architects of applicable  jurisdiction to JNTUK, Kakinada for final decision. 

          (ii) All legal disputes, if any, will be subjected to the courts under the jurisdiction of the Hyderabad High Court, Hyderabad.
